4. Remove the two screws under the motor assembly, the six screws under the main body
cover, and the two screws under the connector with the brush head. Then, pry open the
battery pack cover.

5. Remove the screws on top of the PCB board. Pull out the nickel piece connecting the
main body and the PCB board (avoid touching the positive and negative terminals to
prevent a short circuit). Finally, remove the bracket and separate the battery cells for disposal.
