Press the【Water Control Button】lightly, water flow 
stops (Red indicator light).
Press 【Water Control Button】again, normal water flow 
(White indicator light).

3. Suction Adjustment Button
Press the 【Suction Adjustment Button】 lightly to 
switch the standard mode (White indicator light).
Press 【Suction Adjustment Button】 again to 
switch the MAX mode (Red indicator light).

4.  Water Spray Button
Hold the brush handle and press the 【Water 
Spray Button】 to activate water spray. Release 
the button to stop spraying.
